CLARIFICATION OF AWARD
 
Individuals may have submitted or have pending an application for any other PHS mentored career development award (e.g., K01, K07, K08, K22, K23) that duplicates any of the provisions of the KL2 program.  Please note, individuals cannot accept both an external K and the CTSI CDA; if awarded both an external K and the CTSI, the individual will have to choose either the external K or the CTSI CDA.

Individuals are NOT eligible for an appointment if they:
· Have been or are a current principal investigator on any NIH research project grant (this does not include NIH Small Grants (R03) or Exploratory/ Developmental (R21) grants or their equivalents) or equivalent non-PHS peer reviewed research grants that are over $100,000 direct costs per year. 
· Have been or are project leaders on sub-projects of program project (P01) or center grants (P50).  
· Have been or are currently principal investigators on an NIH individual mentored career development award, e.g. K01, K07, K08, K22, K23 or K99 award. 

Benefits
· Protected time for research.  Scholars are expected to devote 75% (9 calendar months) of total professional effort (50% for proceduralists [6 calendar months]) to research and career development activities.   
· Total award of $135,000 per year to cover salary, research expenses up to $20,000 per year and travel up to $2,500 per year
